� “Highest and best use of materials to eliminate 
waste and pollution by emphasizing a closed-
loop system of production and consumption, 
moving in logical increments toward a goal of 
zero waste principles of:

– Improving “downstream” reuse/recycle of end-of-life products 
and materials to ensure their highest and best use

– Pursuing “upstream” re-design strategies to reduce the 
volume and toxicity of discarded products and materials, and 
promote low-impact of reduced-consumption lifestyles

– Fostering and supporting the use of discarded products and 
materials to stimulate and drive local economic and 
workforce development
